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Pastor’s Article

| am amazed at God’s goodness and faithfulness! Through the years | have
seen Him provide for His children in all kinds of ways. It has also been humbling
and exciting to see how He has provided for CCOJ in the midst of the present
recession.

In Old Testament times Israel was commanded to give a certain amount — a tithe,
or 10%. In the New Testament we are no where commanded to “tithe” but rather
to give freely of what the Lord has given to us. | know many churches don’t
stress that but it is true. “Tithing” is a good benchmark to use in cultivating a
habit of giving. It is something | was taught as a child and something we have
encouraged our children to do, but it is not commanded! Why? Because in the
New Testament believers are to give as a response to the grace of God. We are
to give motivated by the love of Christ!

Let me tell you a little story. In the first Church we served there was a girl named
“Annie.” Actually that wasn’t her real name but since this is in print I'll just use
that name. Annie was in her late 30s and a very enjoyable person. She was
quite “slow” and yet was often very perceptive. Due to disabilities she didn’t have
a lot of money and one day she told me that she didn’t have any money to give.
Well, | knew she smoked a couple of packs of cigarettes a day so she had some
money, so | said “Annie, just give a quarter.” | wanted her to learn the joy of
giving, even if it was only twenty five cents a week. She did, and I think that
helped her to realize that she could be a part of providing for the Lord’s work and
it became a joy. | think the Apostle Paul would have smiled if he could have
seen Annie giving her quarter. In 2 Corinthians he tells the believers, “each one
must give as he has decided in his heart, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for
God loves a cheerful giver.” For some it is a quarter, for some it is 10%, for
some it is 90%. After all, it's all the Lord’s anyway.

| see this generosity at work at CCOJ. We continue to wait on God to provide for
our needs, and yet, as Paul says in the same passage, “the ministry of this
service is not only supplying the needs of the saints but is also overflowing in
many thanksgivings to God.” We thank God and we thank His people for the
many ways in which He has supplied.

There are a lot of other wonderful points in this passage. | think one of these
weeks I'll have to preach on it!
